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ON PRESERVATION OF SINGULARITY, ABSOLUTE
CONTINUITY AND DISCRETENESS UNDER
TRANSFORMATION OF PROBABILITY SPACES

Abstract. The paper is devoted to the study of conditions for the preser-
vation of mutual singularity resp. absolute continuity, and discreteness
of probability measures under measurable mappings of probability spaces.
Under very general assumptions we have found such conditions for the
preservations. At the same time a series of important counterexamples are
presented. The results obtained can simplified essentially the study the
Lebesgue structure (i.e., finding necessary and sufficient conditions for the
singular continuity, absolute continuity and discreteness of a wide spectra
of probability measures with independent digits of symbolic expansions of
real numbers and their multidimensional generalizations.

1 Introduction

It is well known that there exist only three types of pure probability
distributions: discrete, absolutely continuous, and singularly continuous.

Discrete and absolutely continuous distributions are the most studied;
however, in many textbooks the class of continuous distributions is often in-
correctly identified with the class of absolutely continuous ones. Singularly
continuous distributions, which gained interest in the early 20th century af-
ter the development of Lebesgue measure theory, have experienced periods of
growth and decline in scientific attention. The development of the theory of
singular measures was stimulated, in particular, by its connections with the
problems of harmonic analysis (especially with the theory of trigonometric se-
ries), the theory of dynamical systems, and spectral theory. At the end of the
20th century, with the advent of fractal theory, a new toolkit for the study
of singular measures appeared, which gave a new impetus to the development
of this direction. Despite a rather long history of research, the problem of
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finding necessary and sufficient conditions for singular continuity resp. abso-
lute continuity remains open for many classes of probability distributions (see,
e.g., [11, 12, 15, 16]). After the proving singularity, the issues of studying the
fractal properties of the corresponding measures become important. The paper
is devoted to the study of conditions for the preservation of mutual singularity
resp. absolute continuity, and discreteness of probability measures under mea-
surable mappings of probability spaces. Under very general assumptions we
have found such conditions for the preservations. At the same time a series of
important counterexamples are presented. The results obtained can simplified
essentially the study the Lebesgue structure (i.e., finding necessary and suffi-

Some aspects of statistical estimates of the test’s
reliability indicators are explained, it is also stated with which additional
restrictions Cronbach’s « is an unbiased estimate indicator of the reliabi-
lity. Based on the results of one of the UEE sessions, the method of speci-
fying the boundaries of the intervals in which the observed parameters of
the empirical assessment of the reliability indicator can change is justified
and demonstrated. On the example of the results of the test of general
academic competence as a component of UEE, the practical application of
the reliability analysis of the test as a whole and its individual blocks and
tasks is demonstrated, the obtained results are interpreted. A psychometric
and substantive analysis of tasks was conducted, for which the results of
the reliability study revealed a potential possibility of a negative influence
on the reliability of the test.

Abstract. The aim of the article is to characterize the specifics of the
main directions of psychological development in the traumatic realities of
today, based on the concept of personal development in wartime conditi-
ons. It is shown that in the context of war, personal development within
the framework of school education has acquired fundamental importance,
focusing not only on the acquisition of knowledge but also on the formati-
on of patriotism, morality, resilience, adaptability, leadership qualiti-
es of Ukrainian students. The main directions of students’ psychologi-
cal development are highlighted: socio-psychological, moral, intellectual
development, the development of the ability to learn independently, as
well as the formation of the individual’s civic consciousness and the speci-
fics of their transformation under wartime conditions.

The effectiveness of the proposed concept is ensured by its focus on
the productive adaptation of the fundamental principles of student
development in the educational environment to the current realities of the
wartime state. The main advantage is that this concept becomes a tool for
supporting and strengthening the mental health of students, constructing
vital resources for living and assimilating the experience associated with
the war.

Taking the proposed concept in the construction of school education
content will contribute not only to the personal growth of the younger
generation but also to the formation of the ability for independent and
responsible activity in the changing conditions of social development.

Abstract. The article presents an empirical study of the role of humor
styles in the existential fullness of young people, whose life unfolds in
the conditions of war, where the purpose was to investigate and analyze
the peculiarities of the relationship between certain styles of humor (in the
context of other life resources) and the existential fullness of the individual.
The solution of the tasks was implemented with the help of methods
of theoretical elaboration of the problem (analysis, systematization,

and interpretive methods of explaining the phenomena under study. The
empirical study involved 220 young people with whom a trusting relati-
onship was established in advance.

The results of the study confirmed that the humor styles of a person
are differentially related to the indicators of his or her existential fulfi-
Ilment. Correlation analysis revealed the specificity of mediation in the
following: the self-sustaining style of humor best expressed the adaptive
single-vector model of constructing descriptors of the existential fullness of
the individual, in particular through the involvement of a greater variety
of life resources and systemic self-reflection. The existential life-creation
landscape of individuals who actualize aggressive, auto-humiliating, affi-
liative styles of humor has emerged as complex, problematic, unstable,
and traumatic. All indicators of existential fulfillment showed an inverse
correlation with the auto-humiliating style of humor, which testified to its
exceptionally maladaptive role. The obtained results recorded the signifi-
cance of such a vital resource as feelings and emotions for all with different
styles of humor, but also an inverse correlation of affiliative and aggressi-
ve astyles of humor with the indicator of “self-distancing” was established,
which served as an argument for concluding the presence of quasi-reflection
as a special form of psychological protection regarding the maladaptive
functionality of the above-mentioned resource.
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A certain style of humor can mediate a specific trajectory of existential
fulfillment of the individual. The most prevalent self-sustaining style of
humor among young people today has confirmed its essential role in this
process. Special psychological attention should be paid to cases with such
styles of humor as auto-humiliating, aggressive, affiliative in order to help
overcome their maladaptive functionality to varying degrees in relation to
the process of existential fullness of the individual, whose life unfolds in
the conditions of war. The ambiguous resonance and construction of exi-
stential fulfillment in young people is recorded in the case of the affiliative
style of humor, when, in conditions of long-term uncertainty, existenti-
al crisis, its a priori adaptive potential demonstrated the inability of the
individual to be sufficiently independent constructive. Therefore, it was
the systematic approach that made it possible to cover and clearly design,
organize, conduct and interpret the results of the presented intelligence,
highlighting the specifics of specific cases.

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DEVELOPMENT OF EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE IN THE
SYSTEM “TEA-CHER-STUDENT-LANGUAGE TRAINING”

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Abstract. The article presents the results of studying the influence of
the communicative approach on the development of EI in the system
of «teacher-student-language training». An analysis of interpretations of
emotional intelligence is presented. The practicality of emotional intelli-
gence development in the «teacher-student-language trainings system
is substantiated. The peculiarities of language training of students are
described in the example of teaching the Ukrainian language based on a
communicative approach. Examples of work with text and communicative
tasks are given. The results of three surveys of students on the Hall test for
determining emotional intelligence are presented. The pedagogical experi-
ment lasted from March to December 2022. Empirical data were subjected
to statistical analysis: the Pearson criterion to confirm the normality of the
distributions of EI levels in groups and the Student criterion for estimating
averages separately for each scale. The statistical significance of changes
at the end of the experiment was fixed for scales “emotional awareness”,
managing your emotions, “recognizing other people’s emotions”, “emoti-
onal awareness”, and “empathy”. The problems of appropriate training of
teachers have actualized according to the study results: the formation of
their skills to recognize emotions, react to them, and build relationships
based on such knowledge. Guidelines in the training of teachers of the
Ukrainian language are provided: conscious understanding of the system
of knowledge about the text, comprehension of modern problems in the
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text formation field and possible solving ways of them; reproduction of
knowledge in typical situations of textual and creative activity; formati-
on of skills to simulate situational and emotional tasks; identification and
development of creativity in the creation of situational exercises (analyti-
cal, communicative, associative, research).

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CULTURAL HERITAGE UNDER THE THREAT: NEW
CHALLENGES AND NEW OPPORTUNITIES FOR
INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATIONS (THE CASE OF
BORODYANKA AND IVANKIV IN UKRAINE)

Volodymyr Yeuvtukh!

Abstract. The article claims that the issue of cultural heritage as a com-
ponent of the phenomenon of culture is at the center of social processes and
the attention of active actors of these processes. Attention is drawn to one of
the cardinal problems of this context — the preservation of cultural heritage
in conditions of catastrophic threats, primarily environmental and military, in
particular related to the challenges they generate and the impact they have
on intercultural communications. It is analyzed the specific background of the
situation with the artifacts of two small Ukrainian towns — Borodyanka and
Ivankiv, whose cultural heritage twice fell into turbulent situations: during the
Chernobyl disaster in 1986 and Russian aggression (full-scale Russian invasion
of Ukraine in 2022). Among this heritage, attention is drawn to the story
of the rescue of the paintings of the naitivist artist Mariya Prymachenko and
the Borodyanka’s cockerel (Borodyanskyi pivnyk) — efforts to preserve them
provided an example of the conscious attitude of Ukrainians to the cultural her-
itage of their people and its role, and therefore Ukrainian culture in general,
in intercultural communications. It is noted that the appearance of graffiti by
the British street-artist Banksy on the walls of destroyed houses in Borodyanka
became a sign of Ukrainians’ interest in the art of other nations and a kind of
invitation to intercultural communications.

Episodes of consolidation at the national and international levels aimed at
preserving the cultural heritage of peoples and the development of intercultural
communications and intercultural interaction are shown.

Keywords: cultural heritage, intercultural communications, Borodyanka,
Ivankiv, international cooperation, facilitators of intercultural communications

Introduction

The diverse cultural landscape of today’s world actualizes social and sci-
entific interest in such its component as cultural heritage and its opportunities
in intercultural communications. Let me remind you that today, according to
experts’ estimates, there are more than 7,000 different languages; in FEurope, for
example the peoples are spoken 290 languages. It is very difficult to establish
their number in detail, since individual corners of the world are not sufficiently
studied linguistically [9]; in addition, there is also a long series of dialects.
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I mention languages, dialects in connection with the fact that, on the one
hand, they are part of this or that culture (I will especially emphasize, part of
the cultural heritage of this or that nation or of this or that ethnic community),
and on the other hand, according to the Cambridge Dictionary, language is a
communication system [17]. With the help of languages (in addition to visual
arts), their speakers reproduce the mosaic of cultural identity of peoples and
human communities.

As for the number of cultures, it is believed that there are more than
3,800 of them officially known; and a significant number still require clarifica-
tion. There are countless cultures and subcultures in the world incorporating
elements of language, religion, literature, art, music, poetry, philosophy. There-
fore, it is not surprising that there are actually a large number of definitions of
the very concept of «culture» and the phenomenon of the same name. In 1952
American anthopologists Alfred Kroeber (1876 — 1960) and Clyde Kluckhohn
(1905-1960) identified over 164 definitions of cultures (Kroeber & Kluckhohn,
1952). The well-known Ukrainian philosopher Viktor Andrushchenko gives the
number 800 [1, P.21]. The question of finding out the number of cultures and
subcultures in the world remains always relevant [10]. It is important to re-
member that «Cultures aren’t restricted to territories of the countries: one
region alone could have dozens of communities with their unique system of
beliefs. Understanding what a culture entails is useful in several ways at once.
For one thing, it’s highly appreciated in professional linguistic circles: when
people look for software localization services, they require specialists who un-
derstand all the intricacies of another world culture. Such translations should
be done in a manner that the target audience won’t find offensive. Knowing
about cultures is rewarding on a personal basis, too: a whole new world could
open in front of you. You could never study them all, but diving into the ones
you find most exciting could be an unforgettable experience» [5].

Cultural heritage: content

According to accepted interpretations in scientific discourses and social
practices, cultural heritage is defined as «the heritage of tangible and intan-
gible heritage assets of a group or society that is inherited from past gener-
ation... Cultural heritage includes tangible culture (such as buildings, monu-
ments, landscapes, archive materials, books, works of art, and artifacts), in-
tangible culture (such as folklore, traditions, language, and knowledge), and
natural heritage (including culturally significant landscapes, and biodiversity)
[Cultural heritage].

There are different forms (I call them containers) of preservation of cul-
tural heritage: physical (architectural and monumental works, museums, li-
braries, archives, specially equipped storages), linguistic and mental (artistic
and scientific literature, film libraries, oral folk creativity), virtual (cloud tech-
nological spaces).

An important factor in ensuring the preservation and formation of the
platform for the functioning of ethno-cultural heritage is the legislative frame-
work. It includes a number of international agreements and laws. Legisla-
tive efforts and practices aimed at implementing these efforts are concentrated
within the United Nations, UNESCO and Blue Shield International [4].
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Contexts of cultural heritage in Ukraine

A very important part of the contexts that shape and fill the meaning-
ful content of the cultural heritage of Ukraine the ethnocultural diversity of
its population is. The other part consists of visual forms of its reproduction
(sights) — at the national level, regional level and local level. Of course, not all
of them are registered, also at different levels. Thus, there are about 170,000
immovable sites of cultural heritage of national and local importance on the
state register; according to preliminary records, there are more than 34,000
objects under protection (2018) [15]. Many interesting facts about treasures
of cultural heritage of Ukrainian people one can find in the book published in
London [16], 2022.

The most significant complexes of cultural sites have been declared state
historical and cultural reserves. As of 2021, 65 such nature reserves operated in
Ukraine, of which 24 are national. Historical and cultural reserves and open-
air museums are institutions for the promotion of historical knowledge, the
formation of a modern national identity, they have a significant perspective for
the development of domestic and foreign tourism. Tourism, in my opinion, can
be considered as a peculiar form of intercultural communications.

The best complexes and ensembles of the cultural and natural heritage
of Ukraine, which are of universal importance for all mankind, are included in
the List of UNESCO World Heritage Sites. Such in Ukraine — six historical
and cultural and one natural: «Kyiv: Saint Sophia Cathedral and adjacent
monastic buildings, Kyiv-Pechersk Lavray; «Ensemble of the historical center
of Lvivy; «Struvé geodesic arc» (network of triangulation points, stretching
across Europe; joint series nomination); «Primitive beech forests and ancient
forests of the Carpathians and other regions of Europes» (joint serial nomi-
nation); «Residence of the Metropolitans of Bukovina and Dalmatia in Cher-
nivtsi»; «The ancient city of Chersonesus Tavri and its choiry (Sevastopol,
now temporarily occupied territory); «Wooden churches of the Carpathian re-
gion of Poland and Ukraine» (joint serial nomination). However, since 2014
(the beginning of Russia’s aggression against Ukraine), not a single immov-
able monument of Ukraine has been included in the UNESCO World Heritage
List. No Ukrainian object is included in the List of World Heritage Sites under
threat. However, monuments located in temporarily occupied territories need
to be assigned the status of endangered for the purpose of further organization
of international monitoring.

The protection of cultural heritage in Ukraine is regulated by the rele-
vant legislative framework, primarily the following laws: Law of Ukraine «On
Protection of Cultural Heritage», Law of Ukraine «On Protection of Archae-
ological Heritage», Law of Ukraine «On Culture». To this it is worth adding
a number of international conventions on cultural heritage, which Ukraine has
ratified: «The Convention on the Protection of the World Cultural and Natu-
ral Heritage»; «The European Convention on the Protection of Archaeological
Heritage»; «The FEuropean Landscape Convention»; «The Convention on the
Protection of the Architectural Heritage of Europe»; «The Convention on the
Protection and Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expressionsy; «The
Council of Europe Framework Convention on the Importance of Cultural Her-
itage for Society» [15].
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Intercultural communications: content

Thus we present several working definitions as starting points for explor-
ing this topic: 1) intercultural communications are communications in which
bearers of various ethno-cultural traditions are active actors and who exchange
ethno-cultural information with communication partners. They take place ac-
cording to the scheme of ethnic interaction [26, P. 48-53] directly and indirectly;
in the first case, when these speakers meet directly in various social spaces,
for example, during cultural festivals (domestic or international), visiting each
other for different reasons; in the second case — thanks to the media, fiction,
publications on the history of homelands, their cultures. including the cultural
traditions of diasporic communities. In both cases, an important role belongs
to the so-called accumulators of cultural memory due to the preservation of ar-
tifacts («witnesses of historys) [29], or information about them, monuments of
oral creativity related to the culture of homelands and introducing them from
time to time into everyday cultural activities, especially during cultural festivals
or similar events; 2) intercultural communication refers to the communication
between people from two different cultures [3]; 3) intercultural communication
is a symbolic, interpretive, transactional, contextual process, in which people
from different cultures create shared meanings [18]; 4) intercultural communi-
cation refers to the effects on communication behavior, when different cultures
interact together. Hence, one way of viewing intercultural communication is as
communication that unfolds in symbolic intercultural spaces and here a signi-
ficate role an intercultural competence plays [2; 7].

Diversity of cultural traces for intercultural
communications in Ukraine

This plot deals with the factors of culture, which are active actors of in-
tercultural communications in the internal and external domains. The main
message of this context — the cultural heritage of Ukraine is deeply rooted in its
history and in its poliethnical landscape (representatives of more than 100 eth-
nicities — bearers of different cultural traditions — are living in Ukraine) [28].
For more details about the ethnicities whose representatives live in Ukraine,
see: [30]. Each of the ethnicities has made its mark in the cultural history of the
Ukrainian nation (nation-state). True, in the ethno-cultural space of Ukraine
at the national level, integral components of the cultures of the Ukrainian,
Russian, Crimean Tatar communities and, to a certain extent, the Bulgarian,
Hungarian and Romanian communities are quite noticeable. Cultural elements
of other ethnic communities are observed at the regional and local levels [27]. In
the context of the participation of ethnic communities (their cultural heritage)
in intercultural communications, it is worth considering two points: 1) the level
of interethnic tolerance (in the internal domain — the social space of Ukraine)
and 2) the activity of representatives of ethnic communities in communica-
tions, in particular cultural, with original homelands. The monitoring of social
changes, which has been carried out by the Institute of Sociology of the Na-
tional Academy of Sciences of Ukraine since 1992, gives reasons to assert that
a fairly high level of interethnic tolerance has a positive effect on ethnic in-
teraction, and therefore on intercultural communications, in Ukrainian society
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[24, P. 478-484]. Our observations testify to the active interaction of represen-
tatives of different communities of Ukraine with the country of origin or with
the countries of residence of a part of their community (as in the case of the
Crimean Tatars).

Causes of threats to cultural heritage in Ukraine

Today, there are several circumstances that give reasons to say that cul-
tural heritage of Ukraine were and still are under the threats: 1) there were
many sights of the imperial policy of the former Soviet Union, included Ukraine
until 1991, which were manifested in the neglect of cultural heritage, which
was located in territories outside the Russian space; 2) insufficient financing of
measures to preserve and restore sites of cultural heritage during the time of
Ukraine’s independence; 3) the impact of environmental elements and disasters,
primarily the accident at the Chernobyl nuclear power plant (1986); 4) Rus-
sian aggression against Ukraine (the start of the war in 2014 and a full-scale
invasion of the territory of Ukraine in February 2022).

The last two circumstances have the most noticeable force that destroys
cultural heritage sites. They will be discussed in detail on the example of
Borodyanka and Ivankiv.

The situation of Borodyanka and Ivankiv

(Concerning diversity of cultural traces and intercultural
communications)

Borodyanka (about 13 000 inhabitants) and Ivankiv (about 10 000 inhabi-
tants), the two small towns in the Northern part of Kyiv region with a deep and
interesting cultural heritage connected with Orthodox church, Catholic chapel,
Jewish synagogue, prayer houses of different confessions.

Cultural symbols of Borodyanka: a momument to Ukrainian poet and
painters Taras Shevchenko (1914-1961); a statue of Archangel Michael with a
cross and a sword; there is a local history museum with about 3,000 exhibits;
there are 5 religious communities in the village — the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church of the Moscow Patriarchate, the Orthodox Church of Ukraine, the Bap-
tist Church, the Word of Faith Full Gospel Christian Church, and the Seventh-
day Adventist Church. Religious buildings are represented by the Church of
Evangelical Christian Baptists and the Orthodox Church of Archangel Michael
who adhere to certain religious and cultural traditions and practices.

Cultural symbols of Ivankiv: a monument to the victims of the accident at
the Chernobyl nuclear power plant at the entrance to the village from the Kyiv
side; sculpture in the form of an egg installed on a flower bed on the district road
near the «Ivankivy» bus station (speaking about intercultural communications
we have to remember that this sculpture was presented to the town by the
German architect Armin Kolbi as a symbol of the life and fertility of the earth,
which should be reborn after the severe «Chernobyl disease»; monument «Bell
of Chernobyl»; memorial sign in honor of the 400th anniversary of Ivankiv
settlement; museum of water managers participating in the liquidation of the
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consequences of the accident at the Chernobyl nuclear power plant.

Ivankiv Historical and Local History Museum deserves special attention.
It was opened 1981, remarkable, it is housing in a former manor estate where in
the X-XIII centuries an Ancient Rus’ settlement was located. The Museum has
a really impressive (for local dimensions) collections of materials and objects
from the history, culture and personalities of the Ivankiv district (Ivankivskyi
istoryko-krayeznavchyi musei). In addition to exhibition work, the museum
performed another important function — cultural and educational, which con-
tributed to the education of a careful attitude to cultural heritage — the mu-
seum held meetings with famous compatriots, museum lessons, literary classes,
historical and local history conferences.

Two collections of works of art are the pride of the Museum: 1) the
collection of works of art of the Ukrainian folk artist in the genre of «naive
arty, laureate of the National Prize of Ukraine, known beyond Ukraine Mariya
Prymachenko (1908—1997); 2) textile works by well-known Ukrainian master
of artistic weaving Hanna Veres.

As to the waves of destructive effect on the cultural heritage in the towns.
There were two global waves that disrupted the harmony of intercultural in-
teraction and intercultural dialogue in these populated areas: The Chernobyl
disaster (Borodyanka and Ivankiv were in the very center of its impact) and
Russian military invasion (2022, the main route of the Russian offensive on Kyiv
passed through Borodyanka; during the Russian invasion of Ukraine Ivankiv
was occupied by Russian troops from the end of February to April 1, 2022).

Efforts to save and to preserve the atrifacts of towns
(amazing stories)

Practically all of the listed cultural monuments, which were (and still
are) iconic for Borodyanka and Ivankiv, suffered significant damage as a re-
sult of Russian military aggression, especially the Historical and Local History
Museum in Ivankiv. However, thanks to the efforts of local residents, it was
possible to save its valuable exhibits, in particular the paintings of Mariya
Prymachenko.

The situation of the rescue of her paintings deserves a separate story,
because it absorbed a whole bunch of emotions and behavioral reactions that
revealed the essence of the Ukrainian spirit and, in my opinion, a sensitive
attitude to the cultural heritage of people and the reaction of the citizens of a
civilized country. Let me remind you that the central building of the Museum
was completely burned down — not even the plaques remained. From the story
of Anatoliy Kharytonchuk, the guard of the Museum: «When the museum,
located in the village park, caught fire, a dozen people rushed to it. Shells tore
around. And by the river below, and in the meadow behind it, and at the old
stadium. One, a small one, broke in the middle of the asphalt path in front of
the museum. And the other hit the gable of the building from the south side.
It was from there that the room caught fire. My house is nearby, so my wife
and I rushed to extinguish the flames. But it quickly flared up on the roof.

When two more young people came (one of them is the athlete Thor Niko-
layenko, I don’t know the other), we decided to break the bars on one of the
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windows and save the exhibits. It is good that on the morning of February 24,
when it became known about the beginning of a full-scale war, I, on the in-
structions of the head of the culture department, Nadiya Biryuk, removed the
paintings of Mariya Prymachenko from the wall and put them in a large wooden
box in another hall. Therefore, when the three of us climbed inside, the first
people who were outside began to serve Mariya Prymachenko’s paintings. And
behind them — everything that could be removed from the walls and taken
out of the windows...» [20].

All the surviving exhibits were taken out of other rooms of the Museum,
including Mariya Prymachenko’s paintings. They were hidden several times by
local residents from place to place so that their location could not be fixed.
In September 2022, the rescued paintings of Mariya Prymachenko were exhib-
ited in the Ukrainian House. Let me remind you that Prymachenko drew 800
pictures, her style goes back genealogically to the oldest Ukrainian art: the
Paleolithic «two-part» depiction of animals with a defined boundary between
the head and the body, pagan images of fantastic monsters and birds that were
reflected in Slavic mythology.

By the way, Mariya Prymachenko’s work has many fans both in Ukraine
and abroad. Her works were exhibited with consistent success at exhibitions
in Paris, Warsaw, Sofia, Montreal and Prague. In the World Encyclopedia of
Naive Art, she is recognized as a star of the first magnitude, on a par with Henri
Rousseau, Henri Matisse and Niko Pirosmanishvili. Her works was admired by
Marc Chagall, and Pablo Picasso recognized her works as genius. In honor of
the 100th anniversary of the artist’s birth, 2009 was declared by UNESCO as
the year of Mariya Prymachenko [Ivankivskyi istoryko-krayeznavchyi musei].
At the auction, which took place in Kyiv on the eve of the tragic event, her
paintings were sold for incredibly large sums, in particular, the painting «Flow-
ers Grew Around the Fourth Power Unity — for 500 thousand dollars, and the
painting «My House, My Truth» — for 110 thousand Euros. I would like to
mention that the proceeds in the first case were given to the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, and in the second case — to support Ukrainian culture [13].

Another amazing story that illuminates the attitude of Ukrainians to
items of cultural heritage. I am talking about the Borodyanka’s cockerel, a
decorative product of the Vasylkiv majolica factory (Vasylkiv is a small town
near Kyiv), which survived in a locker after the shelling in Borodyanka. De-
spite the fact that the Russians completely destroyed a part of the high-rise
building, the locker with utensils surprisingly survived. On this locker, despite
the shelling and bombing, a pitcher in the shape of a cockerel (symbol of in-
domitability) survived. Let me remind you that the product was manufactured
at a factory in the town of Vasylkiv in the period from the early 1960s to the
1980s; majolica is a type of pottery made from fired clay with a painted glaze.
Actually, in Vasylkiv, the factory produced about 60 samples of artistic ceramic
products: plates, bowls, makitas, jugs, etc.

The Borodyanka’s cockerel, together with the locker, became a symbol of
the resilience of Ukrainians in the conditions of the war against the Russian
invaders.
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Borodyanka, Ivankiv and Benksy as facilitators of
intercultural communications

Today, we are witnessing how the cultural heritage of Borodyanka and
Ivankiv and the creations of Banksy’s innovative technologies (street-art) have
become facilitators of intercultural communication. This is evident in the reac-
tion of the actors of international activities, in particular in the field of culture.
I will give several examples that confirm this hypothesis: the Pranas Hudy-
nas Center for the Restoration of Museum Values of the Lithuanian National
Art Museum is undertaking the restoration of 100 paintings by Mariya Pry-
machenko [19].

The decorative product of the Vasylkiv majolica factory, which survived in
a locker after the shelling in Borodyanka, called the Borodyanka cockerel (cock).
It, together with the locker, became a symbol of the resilience of Ukrainians
in the conditions of the war against the Russian invaders and now is traveling
around the world under the motto «Be strong like this kitchen cabinet» [21]: it
was presented to the then Prime Minister of Great Britain Boris Johnson during
his visit to Kyiv; the product of the Vasylkiv majolica plant «Borodyanskyi
pyvnyk» was handed over to the Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomew during a
meeting with the delegation of the Kyiv Orthodox Theological Academy; the
Prime Minister of Ukraine presented the «Borodyanka cockerel» to the Pope
of Rome; in 2022 the main Christmas trees of a number of countries around
the world were decorated with toys in the form of a Ukrainian cockerel from
Borodyanka (the capitals of Belgium, Chile, Estonia, Germany, France, Japan,
Lithuania, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Slovenia, Switzerland, USA); in
addition, Christmas trees in the headquarters of NATO and the Council of
the EU were decorated with a Ukrainian «Borodyanka cockerel» too. It has
become a popular souvenir at many fairs in Europe and America.

The appearance of Banksy’s graffiti (a collection of British artists) in
Borodyanka aroused the extraordinary interest of not only local residents, but
also residents of other cities and villages of Ukraine, and not only [8]. People
of all ages flock to Borodyanka to look at the graffiti, especially the graffiti
with a young gymnast, which is perceived as a symbol of the indomitability
of Ukrainians, and even more, hope for a peaceful future. In my opinion,
Banksy’s graffiti open a wide window to the knowledge and understanding of
the culture of other peoples, which in such a concrete expression becomes part
of the awareness of Ukrainians’ connection to the European community.

Efforts to preserve cultural heritage in Ukraine

The situation with cultural heritage in Ukraine under the war (full or
partial damage — as of 12 June 2024, UNESCO has verified damage to 412
sites since 24 February 2022 — 137 religious sites, 201 buildings of historical
and/or artistic interest, 31 museums, 27 monuments, 15 libraries, 1 archive) [6]
sharpened the issue of the need to build system of cultural security [25] and
system of preservation of cultural heritage in turbulent circumstances. The
campaign to protect Ukrainian cultural heritage involves museums, archives,
galleries, libraries and other organizations across the country. Given the exist-
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ing legal framework at the international and national levels (this was discussed
in previous part of this article), international cooperation plays a special role —
both official actors and public initiatives should be in the field of view here.

These are, in particular: 1) at the international level — UNESCO an-
nounced that they were working to mark any possible key historic monuments
and sites across the country; International Council of Museums began to docu-
ment artifacts and pieces that law enforcement might come across if they were
moved illegally across national borders; cultural institutions in Poland offered
aid through the Committee for Aid to Museums of Ukraine created shortly after
the invasion; the Czech Ministry of Culture commissioned the National Museum
of Prague to send packing materials along with safety equipment etc. 2) at the
national level — initiative by the Ministry of Digital Transformation of Ukraine
to help preserve the statehood and history of Ukraine, Ukraine’s Heritage Emer-
gency Response Initiative, Asortymentna kimnata (Assorted Room), based at
the Ivano-Frankivsk Contemporary Art Center, created several bunkers and
worked with galleries in Kyiv, Mariupol, Odesa, Zaporizhzhya; Lviv Founda-
tion for the Preservation of Architectural and Historical Monuments of wooden
frames and boards; the Ukrainian Cultural Foundation launched an interactive
map called the «Map of Cultural Losses» etc.

Some examples of international cooperation to preserve the cultural her-
itage in Ukraine: The Backup Ukraine project in partnership with Virtue Media
Group VICE, Blue Shield Danmark and the Danish National Commission for
UNESCO was announced in May 2022. The project asks volunteers to use an
app to scan objects in Ukraine, which are then turned into a 3D model and
uploaded into a cloud database to be backed up; SUCHO began after three
academics from Stanford University, Tufts University and the Austrian Cen-
ter for Digital Humanities and Cultural Heritage connected on Twitter in late
February 2022. «SUCHO (Save Ukrainian Cultural Heritage Online) is an ini-
tiative of over 1,500 international volunteers who are collaborating online to
digitize and preserve Ukrainian cultural heritage. Since the start of the inva-
sion, SUCHO has web-archived more than 5,000 websites and 50TB of data
of Ukrainian cultural institutions, to prevent these websites from going offline.
The websites range from national archives to local museums, from 3D tours of
churches to children’s art centers» (Saving Ukrainian cultural heritage online;
Stephenson, 2022) etc.

Instead of conclusion

Challenges for cultural heritage. Stating the challenges for the cultural
heritage and culture in general in the conditions that have developed as a result
of the Russian aggression against Ukraine, we must first of all pay attention
to the following points: 1) the cultural heritage of the Ukrainian people will
constantly be under the aggressor’s attempts to suppress its influence on the
consciousness of Ukrainians with the fact that to reduce (and on the part of the
aggressor, completely eliminate) the role of cultural heritage in the consolida-
tion of Ukrainian society in the resistance to the ideological invasion of Russia’s
imperial aspirations; 2) destruction, and where this is not possible, maximum
damage of cultural sites; 3) appropriation of artifacts of the cultural heritage
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of the Ukrainian people and their presentation as the property of Russia (for
example, in the case of claims for Scythian gold products from the Crimean
Peninsula, which was on display «Crimea — gold and secrets of the Black Sea»
in Amsterdam and did not have time to return to Ukraine before the start of
the Ukrainian-Russian war in 2014).

New opportunities for cultural communications. The most important
points in this context are the following: 1) Russia’s military aggression against
Ukraine and attacks on the cultural heritage of the Ukrainian people sharp-
ened attention to the importance of culture as a powerful consolidator of society,
both in the space of Ukraine and in the spaces of other countries; 2) the re-
sult of this process was an increased interest in Ukrainian art due to specific
artifacts that were, or could be, distructed and damaged, or could be removed
from cultural circulation and, therefore, from intercultural communications as
bearers of specific (Ukrainian) cultural information; 3) the circulation of infor-
mation, confirmed primarily visually, about the fate of the Ivankiv Historical
and Local History Museum, in particular about the paintings of Mariya Pry-
machenko and the Brorodyanka cockerel, introduced these individual artifacts
into the European and world cultural spaces, arousing interest in Ukrainian
culture as a phenomenon that deserves greater attention, than it was before;
4) the appearance of Banksy’s graffiti in Borodyanka became a special moment
of manifestation of the intensification of intercultural communications through
visual art; this feature is that thanks to social networks and mass communica-
tion media, which spread information about graffiti, the interest of Ukrainian
citizens in the phenomenon of Banksy as a special representative of the British
street-art (and we remember that this is a collective image) has grown wildly,
as to British culture and in general as to the whole country — Great Britain
(this is evidenced by numerous publications in the Ukrainian mass media, ex-
cursion streams to Borodyanka with the aim of being included in the European
cultural space); 5) it is possible to predict (this is evidenced by the reaction of
the actors of the international cultural space, official — UNESCO, the Council
of Europe, initiatives of state governments, public organizations) that thanks
to the revealed facts of aggression, in particular against culture, and the desire
of Ukrainians to protect their cultural heritage the possibilities of intercul-
tural communications will expand, as well as the international cooperation of
the bearers of various ethno-cultural traditions and the strengthening of socio-
cultural cohesion on the European and international arena.

Ultimately, this will contribute to mutual understanding and cooperation
in overcoming the challenges of contemporary socio-cultural development.
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Abstract. The article deals with the analysis of methodological aspects of
understanding the phenomenon of ethnic business by foreign and Ukrainian
researchers. The factors of relevance of such a statement of the problem are
emphasized. Attention is paid to taking into account the following points:
awareness of the fact of ethnic diversification of a large number of countries
of the contemporary world due to the existence of representatives of vari-
ous ethnic origins within the framework of one state-territorial formation;
intensification of migration movements; formation of socio-cultural spaces
in which representatives of certain ethnic groups are concentrated; level
of interethnic interaction in multi-ethnic countries; policy of official au-
thorities at the national and local levels; interaction of the foreign-ethnic
population (diaspora) of certain countries of residence with countries of
origin.

The need for an interdisciplinary approach in studying the phenomenon of
ethnic business, as well as in the formation of methodological principles of
its research, is emphasized. The state of foreign and domestic discourse is
presented and it is suggested to pay attention to the fact that improving the
methodology for understanding the phenomenon of "ethnic business" will
require more active use of new technologies, including those that artificial
intelligence can offer.
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The relevance of the scientific understanding of the phenomenon of eth-
nic business is determined by the following circumstances: 1) today, problems
related to ethnicity are becoming generating factors of social and political de-
velopment in many countries of the world, given their multi-ethnic composition
of the population [2, pp.189-191; 25]; 2) the current powerful flows of inter-
national movement of people are increasing the ethnic diversification of the
world; 3) ethnic business, as evidenced by the situation in multi-ethnic coun-
tries, is an effective factor in the preservation and development of ethnicity
in countries where bearers of ethno-cultural traditions different from the local
population are settled; 4) ethnic business has become a noticeable component
of transnational ties.
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Problem statement

The relevance of the phenomenon of ethnic business in the modern social
development of a number of countries, primarily with a multi-ethnic population,
arouses the interest of scientists in understanding its role in this development,
in the trajectory of the dynamics of the phenomenon itself. Understanding lies
through the study of the work of researchers, primarily of the conceptual plan.

The purpose of the article is to recreate the course of the discourse
associated with the phenomenon of “ethnic business”, the essence of traditions
with an emphasis on key moments of understanding the functioning of this
phenomenon in foreign and Ukrainian scientific spaces.

State of research and method

Turning to the developments regarding ethnic business, we draw attention
to two points: 1) to the statement of the fact that foreign scientific discourse has
accumulated significant experience and a fairly noticeable pool of researchers
from many countries has formed here; 2) as for the domestic scientific space,
today such a pool is just beginning to form and with a careful study of the
course of the discourse in Western countries and its critical application, this
pool has the prospects of being intensively filled.

So, at this stage, we will focus on the achievements of those foreign re-
searchers who formulated key concepts for understanding the phenomenon of
ethnic business, and we will name those Ukrainian scientists who are currently
engaged in the study of this phenomenon.

At the same time, in this story we will limit ourselves to a list of the names
of researchers, and in the following presentation we will highlight their interpre-
tations of the content and functioning of ethnic business. In the “References”
section, we will provide references to the main works that, in our opinion, have
formed a platform for understanding the phenomenon of ethnic business.

To carry out a substantive analysis of conceptual approaches to the study
(and therefore understanding) of the phenomenon of ethnic business in the
traditions of foreign and domestic discourse, we propose to form three clusters of
analysis of works: the first should concentrate on the works of foreign authors;
the second cluster encludes the works of Ukrainian scientists; the third cluster
should be filled with thoughts about the intersection of the reflections of foreign
and domestic researchers (a kind of mediated interaction-discourse, the search
for touch, the correlation of approaches to understanding the phenomenon).

Among the active researchers, one can name a number of names (al-
though the list of scholars related to the issues of ethnic business is not limited
to them): Tiizin Baycan-Levent, Jochen Blaschke, Edna Bonacich, Zulema
Valdez, Bernard Wong, Richard Ward, Ivan Light, Enno Masurel, Silva Mauri-
cio, Peter Nijkamp, Catherine Oliveira, Alejandro Portes, Aldrich Howard,
Roger Waldinger, Marlou Schrover and others.

As for the attempts of domestic scientists to introduce the concept of
“ethnic business” into scientific discourse, in particular sociological, in this
area and to outline its prospects in the Ukrainian social space, they are still
few in number (Volodymyr Yevtukh, Olena Pereveziy, Ivan Shkapko, Maksym
Yaroslavskyi).
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It should be noted that in this study, the main method used to confirm
the author’s judgments regarding certain interpretations of the phenomenon of
ethnic business by foreign and domestic researchers was the method of content-
analysis of works on the specified issue. By the way, we would like to say that
this method is one of the most productive in the socio-humanitarian sciences,
in particular in sociology.

Discussion

We will begin the presentation of the material by clarifying the key con-
cepts and terms of the discourse, which, in fact, are basic and for the forma-
tion of a methodological platform for understanding the phenomenon of “ethnic
business”. The key concepts that are reproduced by the corresponding terms
include: ethnic business, ethnic entrepreneurship, immigrant entrepreneurship,
ethnic economy, spaces for practicing ethnic business. Now we will try to clar-
ify the semantic load of the terms and the contents of the concepts and their
contextual correlation in the studies of foreign and domestic scientists.

In our opinion, it is productive to begin clarifying the content of concepts
and terms by defining the research field in which they are operationalized.
Speaking about the research field of ethnic business in Ukraine, we rely on
methodological considerations regarding such a field of study of entrepreneur-
ship in general, proposed by the French researcher Chirstian Bruyat and the
Canadian researcher Pierre-André Julien. Their definition is based on a con-
structivist position and is subject to “that of understanding or forecasting the
entrepreneurial act and its success or failure, and defining more accurately
the environmental conditions favourable to that act. Here, the scientific ob-
ject studied in the field of entrepreneurship is the dialogic between individual
and new value creation, within an ongoing process and within an environment
that has specific characteristics. This definition emphasizes the fact that we
will not understand the phenomenon of entrepreneurship if we do not consider
the individual (the entrepreneur), the project, the environment and also the
links between them over time. It shows the entrepreneur to be not simply
a blind machine responding automatically to environmental stimuli (interest
rates, subsidies, information networks, etc.), but a human being capable of
creating, learning and influencing the environment” [15].

However, there are other definitions, such as that of William Bygrave,
former director of the Center for Entrepreneurship Studies at Babson College
(Massachusetts, USA), who derives a theory of entrepreneurship based on chaos
theory [16]. The definition of Christian Bruyat and Pierre-André Julien is more
organically suited to the analysis of ethnic business, given the environment in
which this type of business is created and the fact that individual bearers (or
groups) of certain ethno-cultural traditions play a prominent role in it.

Without delving into the detailed definitions of the concepts and terms
that we have identified as key, we will make a general reservation that the exis-
tence of a whole range of terms (we will also add the following: “ethnic minority
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business”, “ethnic minority entrepreneurship”, “immigrant business”, “outsiders’
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business”, “ethnic-controlled economy”, “ethnic ownership economy”, “ethnic en-
clave economy” etc.) is associated with the peculiarities of the functioning of
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this type of business in a particular environment, to a certain extent with the
volume of business and the research preferences of a particular scientist. In
our case, we will focus on the most widely used concepts and terms, with-
out neglecting others. These are: “ethnic entrepreneurship”; “ethnic business”,
“ethnic economy”; presenting them in the proposed order makes it possible to
understand the progressive dynamics of the relationship between them - from
the smallest to the largest volume of content.

To understand the dynamics of ethnic business, it is rational to take into
account the terms that, starting from the 2000s, have been actively circulat-
ing in the foreign scientific space, in particular, we are talking about “ethnic-
controlled economy”, “ethnic ownership economy”. To understand their content,
we refer to the definitions of Ivan Light and Stephen Gold. “Although Light and
Gold retain the content of Bonacich and Modell’s definition of ethnic economy,
they change the concept’s name to “ethnic ownership economy” to distinguish
between an ethnic economy that is based on property right and ownership
and an “ethnic economy” whose basis is de facto control based on numbers,
clustering, and organization, the ethnic-controlled economy”. Whereas eth-
nic ownership economy consists of small and medium size businesses owned
by ethnic or immigrant entrepreneurs and their co-ethnic helpers and work-
ers, ethnic control economy refers to industries, occupations, and organization
of the general labor market in which co-ethnic employees (not owners) exert
appreciable and persistent economic power. This power usually results from
their numerical clustering, their numerical preponderance, their organization,
government mandates, or all four. “Ethnic-controlled” economy is completely
independent of the “ethnic ownership” economy. The participants of ethnic
controlled economy exert control not ownership authority. Light and Gold
believe that the ethnic-controlled economy permits co-ethnics to secure more
and better jobs in the mainstream, reduce unemployment, and improve work-
ing conditions. Whereas the distinction between ethnic ownership economy
and ethnic controlled economy is based on property right, the major distinc-
tion between ethnic ownership economy and ethnic enclave economy is spatial
clustering of ethnic firms. Unlike the ethnic owned economy which might be
evenly distributed among neighborhoods and industries, ethnic enclave econ-
omy is clustered around a territorial core. In addition to a locational clustering
of firms, an ethnic enclave economy requires economic interdependency and
co-ethnic workers, whereas ethnic owned economy requires none of these” [19].

It is logical to conclude the clarification of the content of concepts and
terms by emphasizing the factors of understanding the phenomenon of “ethnic
business”. The main ones, in our opinion (by the way, we identify them from
scientific discourse), are the following: 1) awareness of the fact of ethnic di-
versification of a large number of countries in the contemporary world due to
the existence of representatives of the autochthonous (local) and allochthonous
(newcomer) population of various ethnic origins; 2) intensification of migra-
tion movements; 3) formation of socio-cultural spaces in which representatives
of certain ethnic groups are concentrated; 4) the level of ethnic interaction in
multi-ethnic countries; 5) the policy of official authorities at the national and
local levels; 6) interaction of the foreign-ethnic population (diaspora) of cer-
tain countries of residence with countries of origin (we can call them ethnic
homelands, previous homelands).

Let us proceed to a comparative analysis of the traditions of understand-
ing the phenomenon of “ethnic business” in two scientific spaces (foreign and
domestic) in the context of the listed factors that influence its formation and
functioning. In doing so, we will focus our attention on the methodological as-
pects of understanding. Let us immediately make a general remark: the experi-
ence of foreign discourse is much more massive than that of Ukrainian, and the
second is largely based on the first. Before starting our analysis, we will provide
a definition of the content of the concept of “ethnic business”. Here we will use
works that have become classic to a certain extent, those that, in fact, initiated
the study of Edna Bonacich, Ivan Light, Richard Ward, Aldrich Howard, Roger
Waldinger. The key markers of ethnic business are: the participation in it of
representatives of certain ethnic communities as founders, owners, or workers;
concentration of ethnic entrepreneurship, which creates ethnic business, and
subsequently ethnic economy, in socio-cultural spaces significantly populated
by people from other countries (usually immigrants of a particular time period,
or their predecessors, or their descendants); concentration of production efforts
on ethnically marked products, which involves satisfying the demand of people
from certain ethnic communities or tourists; involves (through the sale of prod-
ucts) satisfying the material and financial needs of one’s ethnic community [12;
13; 14; 17; 205 24; 26; 27; 29; 30].

Speaking about the Ukrainian traditions of defining the content of the
concept of “ethnic business”, we should turn to the well-known ethnosociol-
ogist Volodymyr Yevtukh, who deciphers the term “ethnic business”, which
designates the concept of the same name, as follows: “on the one hand, en-
trepreneurship, which is characteristic of representatives of ethnic communi-
ties, and on the other, - the cultivation of traditional crafts, which are inherent
in a particular ethnic community, or its part, located in a different ethnic envi-
ronment” [2, p.42]. We note that such an approach correlates quite adequately
with the approaches of foreign specialists.

At this stage, we will try to look at the interpretation of the meaning of the
five groups of factors identified above that influence the formation and dynamics
of the functioning of the phenomenon of “ethnic business” from the perspective
of the methodology of understanding its content and fixing traditions in foreign
and domestic scientific spaces.

Regarding the fact of ethnic diversification of the countries of the contem-
porary world, researchers of ethnic business record it as a given and associate
its dynamics with the trajectories of the dynamics of ethnic business itself. In
our considerations, we take into account the presence in many countries of two
groups of the population of foreign ethnic origin - autochthonous (local) and
allochthonous (newcomers, immigrants) population.

This feature can be recorded without undue difficulty by analyzing the
professional literature and using the sociological method of included observation
while in this or that multi-ethnic country, in particular on the example of the
USA and Canada [5], or Great Britain [25]. For example, in the United States
“Most people in the United States have ancestors who came from somewhere
else, often from multiple places. Some people say their ancestry is “American”;
often these are people from the Southern United States whose families have
been living in America since before the American Revolution, however their

ancestry most likely originated from Europe” [22]. Ethnic diversity is char-
acteristic of Great Britain [25] and Canada [21]. We mention these countries
primarily because ethnic business is developing quite intensively here, as well
as because there are many descendants of the indigenous population on their
territory too.

The intensification of migration movements at the current stage is increas-
ing the ethnic diversification of many countries. Current estimates are that
there are 281 million international migrants globally (or 3.6 % of the world’s
population [31]. Immigrants, according to Western researchers, are a signif-
icant source not only of labor for developed countries, but also a factor that
stimulates the ethnic mosaic of the countries of entry, thereby fueling ethnic en-
trepreneurship. Therefore, it is not surprising that in the modern discourse on
ethnic business, the terms “immigrant entrepreneurship”, “immigrant business”
very often appear [10; 14; 26; 30].

In this context, we should look at the role of migrants (mainly refugees)
from Ukraine. According to data based on the analytics of the National Bank
of Ukraine, the number of migrants from Ukraine is growing rapidly and as of
August 2024 it reached 6.739 million people [7]. In our opinion, they are under
the pressure of the Russian aggression, moving en masse to other countries,
are expected to enter (at least a certain part of them) the labor market of
the countries of settlement as hired labor of already existing industries, or
start their own business, sometimes ethnically marked (such examples can be
recorded in Germany, Poland, the Czech Republic). It can be predicted that
Ukrainian ethnically marked entrepreneurship (primarily small) in the countries
of entry will be more noticeable. In the situation that is developing, and not
only in the mentioned countries, but also in Great Britain, Canada, the USA,
in determining the prospects for the development of this type of entrepreneurial
activity, it is methodologically important to consider the interaction of different
segments of people of Ukrainian origin. We are talking about the so-called old
immigration (on its basis the Ukrainian diaspora was formed) and newcomers,
both within the labor market and outside it. The main question here is: will
they adopt the traditions of immigrants of other ethnic origins, say, immigrants
from Asian countries in the same USA and Canada, the gathering of contingents
that are different in time dimension?

The formation of socio-cultural spaces in which representatives of certain
ethnic groups are concentrated, where, logically, there are favorable conditions
for the development of ethnic business. Analyzing the literature on ethnic
issues, we find many definitions of socio-cultural space. For our operation, the
formulation of the Ukrainian ethnosociologist Volodymyr Yevtukh, which is
largely based on the study of the work of foreign researchers [1], seems quite
adequate: “this is a territory, a sphere of interaction of cultures of different
ethnic groups, which usually live within the framework of one ethno-political
organism” [2, p. 262].

Let us recall that in the professional literature (foreign and domestic) we
encounter the following terms to define such a territory: ethnic area, ethnic
enclave (immigrant enclave), ethnic contact zones (border ethnic spaces), eth-
nobarbies, ethnic barrios, ethnic (ethnoracial) ghettos, transnational ethnically
marked spaces. For now, we will not resort to a detailed clarification of the sim-
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ilarities or differences of interpretations of different authors. For us, the fact
of the functioning of such spaces is important. By the way, if we look at the
history of, say, the United States of America, and other multi-ethnic countries,
they were formed in two ways: 1) on the basis of the local population (above we
proposed to call it autochthonous) and 2) as a result of the influx of immigrants
from different countries of the world who compactly settled in certain locali-
ties (they removed the name of the allochthonous population and consisted of
immigrants of different generations). Ethnic business plays an extremely im-
portant role, first of all, for the functioning of these spaces, and more precisely
for the functioning of ethnic and racial communities that saturate these spaces.
A characteristic feature of ethnic business is that it: a) is usually concentrated
in places of compact settlement of immigrants from certain countries; b) fi-
nancially ensuring the support and development of ethno-cultural traditions of
countries of origin in socio-cultural spaces, it provides the same assistance to
co-ethnics (persons of the same ethnic origin) who live beyond their borders.
This is about ethnic cohesion regardless of the place and nature (concentra-
tion or dispersion) of residence of people from the same country. Researchers
draw attention to such trends in cohesion in an ethnically diversified society,
emphasizing that transnationalism and heterolocalism (going beyond the con-
centration of the bulk of one’s co-ethnics in the country of residence and ties
with the country of origin) are a characteristic feature of practicing ethnic
business in contemporary conditions [11]. In this context, it may be method-
ologically useful to continue the debate that began in the 1990s that it was
possible for migrants to participate in social, economic, political, and cultural
activities across borders. As professor of the University of Manchester Nina
Glick-Schiller, “migrants are both local and transnational actors” [23].

It should be noted that these trends should not be ignored when talking
about Ukraine. Today, there are several socio-cultural spaces with a significant
presence of a population of one ethnic origin or another, for example, Hungarian
in Transcarpathia, or Romanian in Bukovina. To a certain extent, immigrants
who arrived in Ukraine before the beginning of Russian aggression tended to
settle in such city-regions as Kyiv, Donetsk, Dnipropetrovsk (now Dnipro), and
Kharkiv, where they started their ethnic businesses. It can be predicted that
this trend may persist after the end of the Russian-Ukrainian war; however, a
more significant dispersion of immigrants is also possible, since immigrant labor
will be needed in other regions of the country whose economies have suffered
from aggression.

The level of interethnic interaction in multi-ethnic countries plays a sig-
nificant role in shaping the conditions for the functioning of ethnic business.
Getting acquainted with the traditions of foreign scientific discourse, it can
be noted that this issue is given considerable attention in it. Today, trends
are being formed to strengthen joint social activities of representatives of var-
ious ethnic communities; interethnic solidarity helps them achieve the goals
of these activities, for example, improving conditions on the labor market,
strengthening the struggle for rights in the educational sphere, etc. In addi-
tion, ethnic business involves the participation of not only bearers of the same
ethno-cultural tradition, but also people from other communities, especially
in the territories of their mixed settlement, or the dispersed settlement of a
particular ethnic community.
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Regarding Ukrainian traditions of ethnic interaction and in particular the
level of interethnic tolerance, since we have already partially considered this
issue [8; 9], for now we will limit ourselves to the following statement - this level
allows to form an atmosphere of conflict-free coexistence of various ethnicities,
which positively contributes to the development of ethnic business. Examples
of such businesses are already appearing in Ukraine [3].

The policy of official authorities at the national and local levels. Of course,
this factor greatly affects the state of ethnic business. And here we are talking
not so much about specific assistance in its development as about taking into
account the fact of ethnic diversity in state policy and local government man-
agement, primarily about ensuring equal rights for bearers of different ethno-
cultural traditions who are trying to preserve them in a different ethnic environ-
ment, in various spheres of public life - social, political, cultural, educational,
on the labor market, etc. How important this factor is is evidenced by the
history of many multi-ethnic countries of the world, in particular the USA,
Canada, Great Britain. We find evidence of this in the theoretical reflections
and political practices of their political elites in search of optimal (not always
successful) ways to stimulate conflict-free coexistence and social cohesion. It is
enough to mention the policy of multiculturalism (Canada), the policy of assim-
ilation, Anglo-conformism and ethnic pluralism (USA) [5]; accusations against
the British government that it does not sufficiently support ethnic business [18].

In this context, the issue of taking into account (not copying) the tra-
ditions of foreign countries in the conditions of Ukrainian realities (a certain
ethnic diversity and the expected growth of the role of the immigrant compo-
nent in the ethno-national structure of the country’s population) is becoming
more relevant. It seems that some progress has already been made in this di-
rection - we are talking about the adoption of the new Law of Ukraine “On
National (Ethnic) Communities in Ukraine” [6], which forms a solid basis for
the implementation of the rights of representatives of different ethnicities in
all spheres of public life, which will also stimulate the development of ethnic
business.

The interaction of the foreign population (diaspora) of certain countries
of residence with the countries of origin (we can call them ethnic homelands,
previous homelands), primarily in intercultural communications [4], has a stim-
ulating effect on the functioning of ethnic business in the countries of residence.
Moreover, today this business, like, after all, other types of businesses, are in-
creasingly carried out online. The theoretical justification for the spread of the
idea of “business that crosses borders” (meaning business that is carried out
between diasporas with previous homelands) is found in the theory of heterolo-
calism, which began to take shape in the 1990s and its attention was initially
focused on the interaction of representatives of communities who were in the
country of residence (settled compactly and dispersedly). The principle un-
derlying this theory was: immigrants are capable of retaining their identity as
an ethnic community despite dispersion. In other words, cultural and social
exchanges are not reliant on proximity. Hence the next statement of many
Western researchers: agreed it was possible for migrants to be active in social,
economic, political, and cultural practicies across borders while still settling
into the host society. That is, we are talking about the interaction of commu-
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nities in countries of entry with countries of exit. As for ethnic business, for
example, the director of the Center for Migration and Economic Stabilization
at Creative Associates International, Manuel Orozco, details five transnational
migration patterns known as the five T’s: 1) money transfers, or remittances,
2) tourism, 3) transportation, 4) telecommunication, and 5) nostalgic trade [28].

Conclusion

Under the current conditions of the growing role of the ethnic factor in the
social processes of many countries of the world, and accordingly, all its compo-
nents, including ethnic business, the question of its understanding is becoming
more relevant. For its adequate implementation, a thorough methodological
base must be built that allows us to comprehend the phenomenon as a whole,
determine the patterns and features of its functioning in certain socio-cultural
systems (in a certain socio-cultural environment). This, among other things,
will contribute to the formation of a platform for building strategies for the
development of ethnic business as an influential factor in the social life of multi-
ethnic countries. In our opinion, when forming this platform, we suggest paying
attention to the following fundamental methodological nuances: awareness of
the fact of ethnic diversification of a large number of countries of the modern
world due to the existence of representatives of various ethnic origins within the
framework of one state-territorial formation; intensification of migration move-
ments; formation of socio-cultural spaces in which representatives of certain
ethnic groups are concentrated; the level of ethnic interaction in multi-ethnic
countries; the policy of official authorities at the national and local levels; the
interaction of the non-ethnic population (diaspora) of certain countries of res-
idence with countries of origin (ethnic homelands, previous homelands).

Given the fact that the functioning of ethnic business is influenced by a
number of factors, it is necessary to attract knowledge from various sciences
(sociology, economics, political science, cultural studies, psychology, etc.) to
its study, we are talking about an interdisciplinary approach to the formation
of a methodological basis for its understanding. Content analysis of the works
of researchers on the issues related to the phenomenon of ethnic business shows
that: a) in foreign discourse, significant experience has been accumulated in
the formation of a methodological platform for its study; b) and in Ukrainian
discourse, the formation of such a platform is beginning, taking into account
the achievements of foreign researchers. It can be predicted that attention,
in both the first and second cases, should be focused on the dynamics of the
phenomenon, and on improving the methodology for understanding it, in which
new technologies will be more actively applied, including those that artificial
intelligence can offer.
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Abstract. The article analyzes modern international standards and national legal
mechanisms for the protection of youth rights under conditions of displacement
and occupation; the relevant normative and organizational activities of the UN and
Council of Europe’s structures were investigated, regulatory and legal acts, program
and planning documents and the competence of the corresponding authorities were
highlighted.

It has been proven that the system of legal standards for the protection of youth ri-
ghts was formed at the international level, primarily in the format of UN documents
and the activities of the structural divisions of the United Nations.

Relevant documents, including General Assembly’s resolutions developed over fifty
years, they have given considerable attention to the responsibilities of States to
guarantee youth in times of conflict and foreign occupation, and have emphasized
the importance of youth human rights defenders; in recent years, youth has become
a factor of structural transformations in the activities of the UN itself.

It has been pointed that the pivotal role of youth in the determination of
development directions is essential in conditions of armed conflict, as we do see now
due to Russia’s aggression against Ukraine. Regarding the issues of the effectiveness
of youth rights’ protection mechanisms in conditions of interstate and internal di-
splacement and foreign occupation article contains some proposals for Ukrainian
authorities that may be a ground for relevant broader expert discussion.

The issue of forming consolidated statistical data on the number of young people
who remained in the occupied territories or who may have been forced to move
to the territory of Russia is becoming extremely urgent. The mentioned statisti-
cal data would allow for more effective planning of the programs and measures
aimed at attracting and supporting youth from occupied territories and internally
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displaced persons. The use of digital solutions, modern technologies, and communi-
cation channels with young people living in the occupied territory will allow to
involve them in the information space of Ukraine, will provide access to online
services and opportunities, and information for various categories of youth, includi-
ng young people with disabilities.

Planning of measures aimed at overcoming the educational losses of youth from
the occupied territories, access to educational materials and programs, including
online, and stimulating the entry of such youth into educational institutions in
the government-controlled territory are also in great demand. Strengthening and
involvement of youth organizations and initiative groups, consisting of displaced
persons or aimed at their support, in decision-making, including political ones, is
also important.

Abstract. The formation of a modern system of military-patriotic
education of Ukrainian youth in the conditions of the Russian-Ukrainian

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TRANSFORMATION OF THE IMAGE OF TARAS
SHEVCHENKO DURING THE PERIOD OF DEFENSE OF
UKRAINE 2014-2024: ON THE EXAMPLE OF STREET

Abstract. During 2014-2024, Ukrainian society faced the existential challenges of
preserving its unity, sovereignty and national identity. Against the background of
current threats, there was a question about the future of the Ukrainian state, as
well as about the lessons of the past. Therefore, figures of creators of the Ukrainian
nation with a strong historical background, including politicians Mykhailo Hru-
shevskyi, Pavlo Skoropadskyi, as well as cultural figures Ivan Mykolaichuk, Ivan
Franko, Hryhorii Skovoroda, Taras Shevchenko, have been returned to the space of
public visual communication. The figure of Taras Shevchenko occupies a unique
position in this context because starting from the period of protests on the Maidan
through the Revolution of Dignity and up to the mobilization campaign that un-
folded after the full-scale invasion began his image has always been in the spotlight,
undergoing recontextualization and modernization. Shevchenko became a symbol
of Ukrainian resistance in general, and not only of the state of national culture
of the 19th century — the era in which he lived. Shevchenko became a timeless
cultural symbol, so his semiotic recontextualization takes place without losing the
valuable meaning of his figure for Ukrainian culture. This is the reason the image
of Shevchenko appeared and became inseparable in the context of the Ukrainian
resistance of 2014-2024. No other cultural figure was subject to such recontextu-
alization but remained an expression of their era. The second feature of the use
of Shevchenko’s image in the visual space during the period of war challenges is
the coexistence of “formal” and “grotesque” (or “political” and “poetic”) pictorial
and semantic strategies. Under peaceful conditions, they are usually antagonis-
tic, however, while Ukrainian resistance is going on, those visual strategies of use
Shevchenko’s image become complementary and mutually reinforcing, affecting the
re-actualization of Ukrainian national identity milestones.

Introduction

The relevance of the study. In 2014, a grand celebration of the 200th
anniversary of the birth of Taras Shevchenko was planned in Ukraine. Before-
hand, Kyiv was decorated with banners showing the image of young Kobzar
(Shevchenko’s literary pseudonym), and motivational lines from his poems.
Therefore, when the protests on Independence Square began, which turned
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into more radical and fateful events, later called the Revolution of Dignity, and
then the resistance to Russian military aggression unfolded, the image of Taras
Shevchenko became an organic background of the modern Ukrainian struggle.

Serhiy Nigoyan, a Maidan guard and one of the first to die during the
Revolution of Dignity, had been video-recorded reciting the exhortation lines
“Keep fighting — you are sure to win! God helps you in your fight! For fame
and freedom march with you, And right is on your side!” [1, p. 189] from
Shevchenko’s poem “The Caucasus”.

Another memorable visual sign of those events is the graffiti “Icons of the
Revolution”, which was created in February 2014 by a writer with the nickname
Sociopath. They include images of Taras Shevchenko, Lesya Ukrainka, Ivan
Franko and slogans under the images: “Fire does not burn the fierce”, “Who
frees himself, those will be free”, “Our whole life is war”. What is interesting is
that the textbook, well-recognized images of the classics of Ukrainian literature
were contextually modernized. For example, Shevchenko was depicted wearing
a fur hat and a bandana covering the lower part of his face — as Maidan activists
wore during clashes with the police. Lesia Ukrainka was portrayed wearing a
respirator, like the strikers who created a smoke screen by burning tires. Ivan
Franko was painted in an embroidered shirt, a classical jacket and an orange
helmet on his head. In addition, the background of each image had an emblem
of crossed bottles with an ignition mixture.

Such a visual modernization of the Ukrainian literary classics, whose work
was associated with revolutionary and militant appeals, fit so appropriately into
the modern context that when in 2017 these graffiti were destroyed due to the
repair of the facade by the new tenant of the shopping area, the sharp pub-
lic discussions on the historical and aesthetic significance of “Maidan Icons”
started. In the end, on the initiative of the Minister of Culture, the iconic
graffiti was restored by the efforts of other artists. This was the first prece-
dent of modernizing and reactualizing slogans of Ukrainian literary classics and
legitimizing Maidan protest actions through the use of well-known images in
modern visual culture.

In the period of 2014-2022, the image of Shevchenko, his creative legacy
was re-actualized in culture and art. In particular, Kobzar’s poems turned into
modern musical compositions, performed by such popular bands and singers
as “Komu vnyz” (songs “From the Cold Ravine”, “Subotiv”, “I do not complain
about God”), “Shpyliasti Kobzari” (“Sometimes it happens”), Khoreya Kozatska
(“Oh, why did you turn black”), Tartak (“Cropper”), Telniuk Sisters (“Don’t
marry a rich woman”, “Queen of Heaven and Earth”), Pyvovarov and Dorofeeva
(“My thoughts”), etc.

Every year on March 9, the birthday of Taras Shevchenko, many commem-
orative events are held throughout the country, for example, in an increasing
number of regions, thematic flash mobs are organized, as well as poetry read-
ings in public places, and scout quests “In the footsteps of Kobzar”, festivals,
media discussions, thematic educational films are shown in university film clubs
and on television. The most honorable award of Ukraine for the contribution
to the development of culture and art bears the name of the poet — the Na-
tional Award of Ukraine named after Taras Shevchenko — and is awarded on
the memorable days of March.
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At the same time, further “modernization” of Kobzar’s visual image by
dressing him in the clothes of a biker, rock star, or military man was sharply
condemned and criticized. The official discourse of the established canonical
shell maintained the bronze-faced Shevchenko — a patriot, a romantic poet,
and a sufferer. On the other hand, artistic kitsch and protest experiments in
dressing up and modernizing the image of Kobzar cause a huge public reso-
nance, in particular among youth and geek subcultures.

The purpose of the article is to investigate visual strategies for the
modernization of the image of Taras Shevchenko during the period of Ukrainian
resistance in 2014-2024.

Statement of the problem. After the full-scale war started, the signifi-
cance of the symbolic component of Ukrainian public communication increased,
making the clash of visual ideologies and narratives even more significant. The
issue of visual strategies for integrating cultural heritage into the narratives of
the new Ukrainian national identity, on the example of the transformation of
the image of Taras Shevchenko, requires a separate scientific analysis, which
will be the subject of this study.

Materials and methods. Under the current conditions of developed
visual culture, the greatest suggestive effect on people’s worldview and value
beliefs is made by their personal everyday visual experience. Therefore, all
surfaces become screens for narrative transmission: from city walls and fences
to computer and smartphone displays. Therefore, the subject of this study
is the visual strategies of using the image of Taras Shevchenko in the context
of Ukrainian resistance to Russian aggression during 2014-2024. For this, the
methodology of typology of visual strategies, developed by the Slovenian re-
searcher Dr. Mitja Velikonja, was applied. Thus, in his book “Post-Socialist
Political Graffiti in the Balkans and Central Europe” [2] it is proved that graf-
fiti is a powerful means of everyday social communication. Considering such
factors as the communicative and stylistic characteristics of the wall art, the
content of messages, visual aesthetics, the way of contextualization and inter-
pretation of images, graffiti is divided into “political” and “poetic”. Applying
this approach to the analysis of visual strategies of the modern recontextual-
ization of Kobzar’s image, it is also possible to single out antagonistic visual
strategies that create binary pairs and which can be called “official” and “kitsch”
or “political” and “romantic” or “general” and “experimental”’. At the same time,
a unique Ukrainian phenomenon is that in the conditions of active resistance
to external aggression, these two visual strategies of using the image of Taras
Shevchenko are not antagonistic, but complementary. Therefore, the object
of analysis is the visual strategies of the depiction of Taras Shevchenko in the
works of street art during the decade when the Ukrainian resistance continued.

Presentation of the main research material

Taras Shevchenko is an iconic figure in Ukrainian culture not only because
of his contribution to literature or fine arts. But his life itself became a symbolic
precedent no less important than his creative legacy. He had been born a serf
but became an academician, a peasant son who sometimes broadcast prophetic
insights, a poet who chose to express himself in the language of the colonized
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people, not the colonizer, a former prisoner who was a leading star of the literary
salons of that time. This was such a heart-breaking story of social upliftment
that in Soviet times, to somewhat suppress its phenomenality, a martyrdom
and pale-colored narrative of his biography arose.

It is difficult to fit Shevchenko into some single canon of perception. His
uniqueness can be revealed by analyzing the cultural background of the era in
which he had to live. The imperial order of the socio-political system is always
based on hierarchy, institutional normalization, ideological unequivocal world-
view principles, rejection or destruction of dissidents, and rewarding apologists
and followers with privileges. Social mobility operates within imperial institu-
tions, not in the space of civil society. At the same time, civil society, in turn,
has a narrow sphere of self-expression, is presented by the official discourse
as marginal, colonized, less significant compared to the machine of imperial
institutions.

Empires are always monocentric — cultural and political life unfolds
around the state institutions and, literally, around the “body of the ruler”,
that is, in the capital. More or less ambitious people strive to get there, they
are looking for influential acquaintances, quick crazy money, fame or just a sta-
ble job. As Theodore Zeldin noted in his book “A History of French Passions”
[3], the periphery of the empire is always weak, not so dynamic, so the capital
becomes the horizon of provincials’ dreams.

Oksana Zabuzhko in her study “Shevchenko’s myth of Ukraine” [4] ex-
plains the uniqueness of Shevchenko by the fact that he rejected the imperial
worldview, namely the self-aggrandizement of the empire by devaluing all kinds
of manifestations of cultural otherness within its borders and chose the lan-
guage of a conquered ethnic group for poetic self-expression, rather than the
language of the imperial elite. And he did it with unprecedented dignity and
categoricalness.

Myroslav Popovych [5] was inclined to consider his image through the
prism of Shevchenko-poet versus Shevchenko-artist dilemma. Being a painter
could provide Kobzar with effective socialization such as getting an educa-
tion, establishing a network of personal acquaintances which eventually led to
his release from serfdom, appointment to public service (employees of educa-
tional institutions were then equated with officials) guaranteed financial sup-
port. These status privileges and guarantees determined the official’s loyalty
to the ideological machine and the imperial institutional system. Shevchenko’s
career as an artist and art teacher presupposed just such a loyal and institu-
tional self-realization. Clear academic rules and artistic traditions had to be
strictly adhered to. Kobzar died in the year when serfdom was abolished in
the Russian empire. The industrialization of the region began just after that,
as well as the formation of entrepreneurial culture, mass consumption, includ-
ing works of art. He lived under the old order, when the donors of painting
were representatives of the political class — nobles. Therefore, neither artistic
protests (which would later become impressionism, and avant-garde) nor the
extravagance of the artist were still impossible here. “Shevchenko the artist” is
about the prospect of a convenient, comfortable and subordinated life.

Another field for Shevchenko’s self-realization was poetry. Here he ex-
pressed himself informally, extra-institutionally, he spoke and wrote in Ukrainian.

This activity unlikely promised him a career, material well-being, or acceptance
by the Russian-speaking circles of the imperial elite. The painting could pro-
vide him with a solid position in society. Poetry returned him to his ethnic
roots, a cultural particularity that had been discriminated in favor of imperial
universality. And despite all possible advantages of being an artist, he chose
the poetic path, where he implemented his creative ideas into life quickly and
effortlessly.

Painting required him to be collected, rationally motivated, and disci-
plined, which he lacked in this area of self-realization. So, while still in exile,
he planned to make a series of etchings based on the parable of the prodigal
son, illustrating the moments of the biblical wandering with scenes of actual
barracks and bourgeois life of that time. Later, he cooled to the idea without
implementing it. However, he found real inspiration in poetry and was able to
fully convey his socio-philosophical ideas.

The confrontation between Shevchenko’s artist and poet hypostases is
similar to the struggle between Kobzar’s artisan and prophetic identities. “The
conflict, — according to Oksana Zabuzhko, — lay deeper — in the plane of
self-identity, and rested on the artist’s acute necessity of finding his authentic,
uncluttered substantial being — his, so to speak, existence” [4, p. 96].

His self-existence was closely connected with the collective experience of
Ukrainian being. Shevchenko’s voice sounded in unison with the community’s
requests, the individual here is inseparable from the ethnic, personal experience
embodied in archetypal universally understood images.

According to Hryhoriy Grabovych, the phenomenon of Shevchenko is not
that he expressed the spirit of his era, which is characteristic of romantic po-
ets who legitimized the modern national consciousness of European states and
became fundamental, great figures of their cultures: George Gordon Byron —
for Great Britain, Adam Mickiewicz — for Poland, Heinrich Heine — for Ger-
many, Sandor Petefi — for Hungary, etc. Shevchenko conveyed not only the
spirit of the era, but most importantly the spirit of the people, its main cul-
tural archetypes. That is why the scale of Shevchenko’s influence is a longue
duree story. «Such Prophets as Mickiewicz and Shevchenko embody the col-
lective self, personify national dreams and suffering, and it is as difficult to
rethink them as it is to rethink the soul of the people, because the mechanism
of projection turns into the organicity of culture. And yet — this is probably
the most important thing — such a rethinking is necessary and becomes, as
already mentioned, a measure of the vitality of culture» [6, p. 110].

Shevchenko became a cultural archetype, he set the coordinates of na-
tional self-awareness not only with his poetry, the themes that are raised in
it but also with his life itself. Shevchenko-the-artist is about self-realization
within the framework of imperial institutions, although he always depicted his-
torical and Ukrainian ethnic themes. Shevchenko-the-poet is about the civic
space of his self-realization, about authenticity and being beyond institutional
control, as well as about “the world tried to catch me, but it failed”.

Any archetype broadcasts entity meanings, the dimension of which is ex-
istence, not history. Any contextualization of the archetype could only be
temporary. The archetype slips away and continuously develops in the history
of culture, building up its interpretive shell.
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In moments of social upheaval, interest in national history, culture, and
the origin of collective identity usually increases. In Ukrainian culture, the call
«back to the roots» sometimes turns into «as Shevchenko said about it».

The semantic layers of Shevchenko’s image in the context of Ukrainian
culture consist, firstly, of the significance of his creative heritage — poetry
and painting, and secondly, of the strategies of mythologizing his biography.
Shevchenko is known even by those Ukrainians who have not delved into his
creative work.

Currently, there are 1,384 monuments to Shevchenko: 1,256 of them are
in Ukraine (on the territory of schools, metro stations, parks, city centers,
libraries, theaters), the remaining 128 locates abroad in 35 countries. This is
the largest number of monuments in honor of a cultural figure in the world.

The first official monument to Kobzar was opened in 1918 in Romny,
Poltava region. Earlier, a private memorial was erected in Kazakhstan in 1881
by Iraklii Noskov, the commandant of the Novopetrov fortress, where Kobzar
served his exile. In 1900, a couple of Ukrainian industrialists and patrons,
Khrystyna and Oleksiy Alchevski, set up a bust of the poet on the territory of
their own estate.

In this way, Ukrainian emigrants marked the territory of their residence
and created locations of their collective memory. Foreign monuments to Taras
Shevchenko are very diverse and sometimes synthesize Ukrainian cultural nar-
ratives with the sculptural traditions of the host country. For instance, in
Beijing the bust is located on a bright red base, reminiscent of a platform
for political speeches, which indicates the social and political weight of the
person whom the monument is dedicated to. In Lazio, Italy, a sculpture of
Shevchenko is made of white marble, and the poet is depicted in the toga of
an ancient Roman senator. In Canberra, Australia, a metaphorical monument
called “Shevchenko’s Thoughts” was erected in the form of a Ukrainian lute —
a kobza with a bas-relief of Cossack riders. In Cleveland, Ohio, Oleksandr
Arkhipenko in 1940 created a bust of Kobzar, where he leans his head with
his hand and thoughtfully observes reality. Monuments to Taras Shevchenko
around the world are diverse, multi-narrative, conveying the experiences and
dreams of Ukrainians from different countries and times.

In Ukraine, numerous monuments to Kobzar appeared in Soviet times,
thanks to the ideological goals and propaganda policy. His motivational words
were pressed into the context of the Bolshevik revolution, because of which
the image of Taras Shevchenko lost its multifaceted and anti-Russian context.
Their meaning was simplified to the anti-royal, anti-elitist exclamations.

After Ukraine became an independent state, the academic discourse was
enriched by the historical and literary works of Ukrainian scholars abroad, in
which Shevchenko was interpreted as a national mythmaker, an exponent of
cultural archetypes, and his creative work was analyzed from an existential-
philosophical, psycho-biographical, and linguistic-cultural point of view. His
image required and underwent reinterpretation moving away from the ideology
of the revolutionary sufferer.

The social challenges Ukraine is going through create new requests for
modernization and reinterpretation of Shevchenko’s image, which is a projec-
tion of the request for reinterpretation of the national identity. Ukrainian
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researcher N. Kovtonyuk in her article “The Image of T. H. Shevchenko in the
Discourse of the Revolution of Dignity: Anticolonial and Postcolonial Aspects”
[7] distinguishes three narrative strategies of contextualizing Kobzar’s image —
colonial, anti-colonial, post-colonial. The first strategy aimed to position him
as a fighter for populist and then egalitarian-socialist ideals, but within the
limited canon “of an ordinary peasant”. The second one was to show the poet
as a fighter against imperial colonial intentions. The third strategy was to ex-
press proper Ukrainian cultural archetypes in his poetry outside any context
of coercion and Shevchenko’s features as a person.

An example of the implementation of the post-colonial strategy is the
adoption of actual historical contextualization of the image of Shevchenko by
means of modern art — the depiction of him as a participant in social and
political events with the use of postmodern irony techniques.

In 2014, a series of paintings by the Ukrainian conceptual artist Yuriy
Shapoval appeared under the name “Hryhorovych”. The first work was “Hry-
horovych against”, where Taras Shevchenko heads towards the square protest
fires with a tire over his shoulder. After the exhibition of this picture on the
social network, the artist gained instant popularity. This very image was on a
charity postage stamp issued by the Association of Ukrainians of New Zealand.
The series was supplemented by other critical and satirical works, for instance
“Mobilization of Hryhorovych”, where the poet is depicted in a military uni-
form against the background of a blue-yellow flag and a plaque marking the
settlement with the inscription “Chongar”; “Choosing a life path”, where the
young Taras, choosing social masks, takes his own — the mustachioed elderly
Kobzar; “Sachem of the Ukrainian people” — Shevchenko in an Indian feather
crown, etc. Individual works of the “Hryhorovych” series are widely reproduced
and easily recognizable in the modern visual space.

In November 2021, the Art Barbakan project was launched in the Gallery
of Protest Art, dedicated to the events of the Revolution of Dignity and the
subsequent struggle for the territorial integrity of Ukraine in the ATO zone.
A series of paintings by Anatoly Yermolenko “Shevchenkiada” was presented
there. Kobzar’s image was modernized and contextualized by means of pop-art.

The third stage of the reactualization of Taras Shevchenko’s cultural her-
itage is his image, which reflects modern Ukrainian military resistance to rus-
sian aggression.

The stylistic characteristic of this stage is the reduction of the role of
kitsch techniques and the formation of alternative-historical projects, that is,
the creation of a fantasy-alternative reality that answers the question “what if”,
for example, what if Kobzar were our contemporary. During the fighting for
the liberation of Kyiv region in 2022, another globally recognizable image of
Kobzar appeared. In Borodyanka, in the middle of a destroyed quarter of a once
flourishing suburb of the capital, a monument to the poet was shot so that it has
a bullet hole in its bronze forehead. This image combines several metaphors:
suffering, resilience and the will to fight back. Therefore, the military context
gradually becomes dominant — Taras is dressed in the uniform of the armed
forces and holds a Javelin portable anti-tank weapon on his shoulder, etc.
It is significant that most often these images can be found on city walls, in
public places, and not in private galleries visited by representatives of artistic
subcultures.
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So, the last stage of Taras Shevchenko’s image reception in modern culture
is characterized by the involvement of a wide audience, the formation of an
alternative historical context, and the use of easily accessible “screens” such as
city walls, which contributes to greater recognizability of the images.

Graffiti is a modern means of visual communication, as is social networks.
Any wall, especially if it is in a crowded place and attracts a lot of attention, is
the same screen where a person can leave messages to the community. Slovenian
street art researcher Mitja Velikonja draws attention to the liveliness of socio-
political communication through graffiti. He admits that its dynamics are not
inferior to network communications.

Graffiti appeals to a wide and diverse audience, it tells about socially
significant and painful issues. It makes a visual intervention, provoking protest
where speaking is prohibited or impossible. Therefore, at first glance, street
graphic communication is a brutal intervention in an ordered living space, i.e.
vandalism. Garby Vanderveer points to the ambiguous status of unauthorized
street art «...graffiti is an ‘art crime’ because it is criminal and artistic at the
same time, which makes it also difficult to distinguish ‘artists’ from ‘criminals’.
Even graffiti writers recognize that graffiti, while for them in the first place art,
in some contexts is damaging or inappropriate» [8, p. 110].

In the absence of sufficient space, graffiti relies on the language of figura-
tive expression rather than text. Apt graffiti can accumulate large, subversive
content in terms of significance and credibility in a small symbolic volume.
Mitya Velikonya cites several genre artistic metaphors for graffiti: for people
with a classical education, it is a “street haiku”, for book lovers — “street litera-
ture”, for tactile people — it is an “urban tattoo”, for historians — “urboglyphs”,
for the digital generation — a “ street tweet”. ... Unlike other visual artists,
graffiti writers have neither time, opportunity, nor desire for lengthy explana-
tions. Their motto could be something like this: express as much as possible
in the shortest form as quickly as possible. Literally, “drop-and-run” [2, p. 56].

Grafhiti creators do not call themselves artists, instead they use the term
“writers”, indicating independence and non-academic nature of their activity,
its social and communicative orientation.

Graffiti is a type of street art, but they are different from murals in terms of
their meaning. Murals belong to legalized art, often initiated by the government
or other social institutions. Their narratives usually have official justification,
financing, and often a competitive selection of the artist-performer. Graffiti,
on the other hand, is a spontaneous act, anonymous, unsanctioned, officially
unfounded or even prohibited, and therefore rebellious and ambiguous (hence
the dilemma of “vandalism or art”).

To understand the meaning of graffiti, several structural components must
be considered: the context, the personality of the author, the location of the
image, and the hypothetical audience of readers. The context appeals to a set
of social ties and current issues that concern the community, such as politi-
cal elections, economic situation, discussion of geopolitical strategy, rights of
social minorities, gender equality, etc. Graffiti writers are usually included in
defending some views or acting as a critic or mediator, they have an artistic
education or are social activists. The place for putting an unauthorized image
(or an authorized one) is a public space the memorial value or functional pur-
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pose of which does not involve visual interventions. Therefore, the appearance
of inscriptions and images on such “status screens”, regardless of their aesthetic
characteristics, is insolence and protest.

Murals as a type of street art are mainly an ideological screen. They
express the assertions of the pro-government discourse, therefore they receive
priority according to all structural criteria — context, authorship, place and
audience.

Considering the principle of content narratives, Mitja Velikonja distin-
guishes two genres of street art — poetic and political. The poetic strategy
uses methods of embellishment and aestheticization of surfaces, it soothes, paci-
fies, laughs, quotes, and creates an impression of well-being, mainly where its
acute lack is obvious and undisguised. Poetic graffiti live a long time, receive
protection and restoration, and people get used to them. Dominant political
forces resort to poetic graffiti, because this type of street art is not irritating,
but rather — conciliatory, recognizable, and conveying the expected contents
and images.

Instead, political street art is bold, mostly literal, sharply sarcastic, in-
terpretive, simple in execution technique, anonymous, dialogical-provocative,
and rebellious. It is destroyed or transformed with the help of new posts and
corrections. It is continuously destroyed or transformed with the help of new
posts and corrections. It is eye-catching, provoking, and suggestive.

So, returning to the street art created during the decade of Ukrainian
resistance to Russian aggression, where the image of Shevchenko appeared,
and he was depicted more often than other Ukrainian historical figures, it is
worth finding out which graffiti strategy prevails — poetic or political.

Since 2014, when the 200th anniversary of Kobzar’s birthday was aimed
to be grandiosely celebrated, poetic (pro-government) visual ideology prevailed,
and the official initiative to create a logo for Kobzar’s 200th anniversary is a
testimony, as it’s demonstrated by Larysa Osadchuk [9]. At first, these were
recognizable textbook images of Shevchenko, for example, in the traditional
peasant hat and coat. The original portrait was made in 1871 after Kobzar’s
death by Ivan Kramskyi, where an elegant suit, silk tie, and a fragment of a
snow-white shirt can be seen from under a peasant overcoat. The huge mural
that copied this image was made in Kharkiv, on the wall of a 16-story building,
and its area is 570 square meters [10]. It is included in the National Register
of Records of Ukraine. Such signs as the recognizability of the used image,
gigantism, accompanying the portrayal with national symbols such as the coat
of arms, contextual transcription through the inscription “Shevchenko Taras
Hryhorovych. 200 years”, indicate the clear ideological framework of visual
communication.

A portrait of Shevchenko made by Fotii Krasytskyi, Kobzar’s great-nephew,
a grandson of his older sister, Kateryna, who took care of little Taras and was
mentioned by him in his autobiographical poetic lines, also became widely used
in street art. This portrait depicts Shevchenko as an elderly man in an intel-
ligent suit and tie, who meets a viewer with a direct piercing gaze. It was
the exact image that became popularly beloved, its photocopies were kept in
almost every Ukrainian house until the middle of the 20th century.

This portrait is depicted on the Kyiv mural of 2014 “In my house —
my truth and strength and will”. The image appeared on murals in other
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Ukrainian cities over the following years, but as the invasion unfolded, the
initiative to visualize Kobzar in street and media art increasingly shifted to
independent artists and community activists who painted and wrote on their
own. Therefore, the murals began to be increasingly modernized with relevant
contexts. For example, the 2019 mural in Kremenchuk called “Keep fighting —
you are sure to win” used the motifs of the same portrait of Shevchenko by
Fotii Krasytskyi, but its background included outlines of the Maidan strikers
with tires and incendiary mixture bottles in their hands [11].

Gradually, the trend of modernization and topical contextualization of
Shevchenko’s image has been increasing, which shakes the bronzed narrative
of his official perception and resistance among some members of the public.
Thus, on February 10, 2018, the exhibition “Quantum Leap of Shevchenko.
Subway” of the illustrator Oleksandr Grikhov opened at the Taras Shevchenko
underground station in Kyiv [12], which was supposed to last for a month.
However, it was closed earlier, because 8 days after the start of the exhibition,
some works were damaged, and a criminal case was opened for vandalism. The
ambiguous reaction of the public to the presented works was caused by the
use of pop art and mass culture techniques to portray Kobzar, for instance, he
was depicted with a laser eye, like the Terminator, with gray hair, like Albert
Einstein, with round glasses and a lightning bolt on his forehead, like Harry
Potter, in a Che Guevara beret, then in a Batman costume with a lush mustache
over a mask, etc. The application of ironic contextualization undermined the
framework of ideological clichés that had enveloped the image of Shevchenko
for decades, and therefore, instead of poeticization, the visual strategy of the
exhibition was politicized, which led to public resonance and damage to the
works.

However, voices on the revision and modernization of Shevchenko’s image
continued to be heard. For example, the Lviv graffiti of 2021, entitled “Take
that coat off me already” [13], depicts four figures of Shevchenko crossing the
road on a “zebra” (a visual reference to a photograph of the Beatles taken by
Tain Macmillan in 1969), where the first silhouette of Kobzar is still dressed in
a coat and a fur hat, then he evolves into a jacket and a cap, and the last figure
is dressed in modern hoodies and jeans.

The technique of changing the poet’s traditional clothes into modern out-
fits was also used by government institutions, in 2015, on the initiative of the
Ministry of Culture of Ukraine, the poster “Shevchenko mobilizes” [14] was
created, where the poet is depicted in the military uniform of the ATO fighter.

After the full-scale invasion began in 2022, the number of experimen-
tal military images of Kobzar increased significantly. They even became the
new canon, through which the news was reflected on the city walls. A mural
“Shevchenko with Javelin” appeared in Ivano-Frankivsk [15], which thematically
resonates with another portrayal “Holy Javelina” in Kyiv, that demonstrated
the importance of this type of anti-tank missile system at the beginning of the
defense operation in Ukraine.

In May 2023, a long, multi-plot mural “Cossack dynasty will not disap-
pear” appeared in Dnipro [16], which visualized the heroic discourse of Ukrainian
history — from Kievan Rus and the Cossacks to modern defenders and “Konotop
witches”. One of the fragments also depicts an equipped Kobzar. Significantly,
his portrait is placed next to images of modern defenders of Ukraine.
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The tendencies for modernization and contextual actualization of the im-
age of Taras Shevchenko in Ukrainian culture attest to his transformation into
an archetype of national culture. Any cultural archetype is rich in contexts
and transcends the linear history of a community. It has sacred, visionary,
even prophetic features. The image of Taras Shevchenko during the period
of Ukrainian resistance and repulsion of external aggression in 2014-2024 was
enriched with new contexts and became a visual demonstration of Ukrainian
historical stability and the connection of generations.

Conclusion

French scientist Fernand Braudel [17] divided all historical phenomena
into short-term, medium-term and long-term according to their influence over
time. The political agenda is an example of short-term temporality, it is rel-
evant from months to several years. The medium-term cycle is inherent in
economic processes and is calculated in decades. Social processes and transfor-
mations are an example of long-term history stretching back centuries. How-
ever, the American social philosopher Francis Fukuyama in the work “Primacy
of culture” [18] argued that the dynamics of cultural processes (customs, tra-
ditions, mentality, national archetypes) is the longest and can span millennia,
becoming a metahistorical factor and the basis of the stability of civilization
regions. Archetypes are facts of culture, not history, and therefore they over-
come the particularity of historical circumstances and move into the dimension
of “civilizational history”.

Cultural archetypes and images are re-actualized in times of change and
historical challenges, becoming a background for the formation and manifesta-
tion of current value priorities and visions of the future.

The image of Taras Shevchenko is archetypal for Ukrainian culture, he
conveys the original principles of the Ukrainian community, such as stability,
devotion, sacrifice, focus on the future, etc. Therefore, it is not surprising that
during the Ukrainian resistance of 2014-2024, his image was re-actualized in
the cultural discourse of Ukraine and acquired modern visual connotations.
Artworks dedicated both to the reflection of Shevchenko’s vision of Ukraine
and to established Ukrainian formats of perception of Shevchenko’s personality
were created by both professional artists and amateurs, exhibited in galleries,
on the screens of digital gadgets, and on buildings of Ukrainian cities or on
the walls of public spaces. Once again it proves the national recognition and
timeless significance of Shevchenko for Ukrainian culture.

Objects of Ukrainian street art dedicated to Taras Shevchenko were in the
focus of the proposed research. According to Mitja Velikonja’s classification
methodology for analyzing street artworks, political and poetic types of art are
distinguished. The political one is rebellious and protesting, created by social
minorities dissatisfied with certain aspects of social reality. The poetic type of
graffiti aestheticized reality conveyed approval of the existing order of things
or is generally apolitical.

Stylistically and in terms of performance, these types of street art are
radically opposite. Given the obstacles Ukraine has to contend with, these two
artistic strategies are not antagonistic. But if in the post-Maidan years, the
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contextual modernization of Shevchenko’s image was criticized and perceived
as a very bold artistic experiment, then over time the authorities picked up and
joined this trend. After the full-scale attack on Ukraine, the struggle narrative
of Shevchenko’s poetry and biography came to the fore, combining both official
and civil visual-semantic discourses of Ukrainian culture during the period of
military protection.
